Below is a list of events that occurred leading up to and during World War II.  Your assignment is to work in your groups of 3 or 4 and use this information to create an informative and visually appealing timeline on the paper provided.
1939

· Germany invades Poland

· Britain and France declare war on Germany

· Canada declares war on Germany

1940

· Germany invades Denmark, Norway, the Netherlands, Belgium, Luxembourg and France
· The evacuation of Dunkirk

· France surrenders to Germany
· Operation Sea Lion
· The Battle of Britain 
· The Battle of the Atlantic (begins)
1941

· Germany invades Russia (Operation Barbarossa)
· Japan attacks Pearl Harbour

· The U.S.A. declares war on Japan
· Japan invades Hong Kong

1942

· Japanese-Canadians sent to internment camps

· Rationing is brought in by the Canadian government

· The Dieppe Raid takes place

1943

· German army surrenders to the Russians at Stalingrad

· German and Italian armies are defeated in North Africa 

· Allied invasion of Sicily and southern Italy takes place (Battle of Ortona)
1944
· Limited conscription is brought in by the Canadian government

· D-Day – the invasion of Europe begins (in Normandy)

1945

· Hitler commits suicide

· Germany surrenders

· The U.S.A. drops atomic bombs on Hiroshima and Nagasaki

· Japan surrenders
The emphasis of your timelines will be on the BOLD events listed above.  These events require a short summary that include the relevant facts and information that explain the importance of the events.  Include these summaries on your timeline.  The majority of your mark will be based on these summaries (8 of them)

A smaller portion of your mark will come from the illustrations you include on your timeline.  Use whatever resources you need—your text, the internet, library, etc.  Your illustrations need to connect to the events on your timeline.  You do not need to illustrate each event; however, you need to use illustrations to add interest to your timeline.  Your illustrations need explanations (captions).
